Each mom is paired with a mentor and they meet together once a
week as a group. Meetings consist of eating a meal together provided by a church volunteer and
afterwards learning a life skill, meeting with a financial advisor, setting goals, or participating in a
discussion. Nursery care is also provided for their children. At present, each mom is on their way to
getting their GED which will open up more opportunities for employment in the future.
